State Court Upholds Allentown

Ordinance

A state court has ruled in favor of an Allentown
ordinance that strengthens the rights of gays, lesbians
and transsexuals. Commonwealth Court declared that
Allentown had the legal authority in 2002 to broaden
its anti-discrimination ordinance to include sexual ori-
entation and gender identity.

According to The Morning Call of Allentown, the
unanimous ruling reversed the decision of a Lehigh
County judge, who had struck down Allentown’s anti-
bias protections. Although the appeals court focused
on the Allentown ordinance, the ruling gives at least
nine other local governments in Pennsylvania more
confidence that their anti-bias ordinances are legal as
well.

The ruling also could encourage other munici-
palities to adopt similar ordinances, if they had earlier
reservations about whether such ordinances would sur-
vive court challenges.

The Allentown ordinance protects gays, lesbians
and transsexuals from discrimination in housing, em-
ployment and public accommaodations, including ac-
cess to restaurants, hotels, parks and gymnasiums.

According to The Morning Call report, Attorney
Randall Wenger, who represented four Allentown land-
lords who sued over the ordinance, said a decision has
not been made whether to appeal to the state Supreme
Court. Wenger said the ruling puts his clients in a pre-
dicament because, by renting to gays, they could be
promaoting lifestyles they find objectionable.

The court case revolved around the issue of
whether or not, municipalities have the right to enact
anti-bias ordinances that go beyond the state’s anti-bias
laws. The state’s Human Relations Act does not cover
sexual orientation and gender identity. The Common-
wealth Court ruling said cities have broad latitude to
adopt ordinances involving their “police powers” —
those powers that protect the health, safety and wel-
fare of their residents.

Allentown Mayor Roy Afflerbach told The Morn-
ing Call that the decision is important not only for the
anti-discrimination protection it upholds, but also be-
cause it affirms the authority of cities to enact ordi-
nances that go beyond state law.

Maine Voters May Repeal Gay
Rights Law

Voters in Maine will decide in November
whether or not to repeal a newly enacted state law pro-
hibiting discrimination in employment, housing, edu-
cation, public accommodations and credit based on
sexual orientation.

After the Maine legislature passed the law ear-
lier this year, Christian groups launched a petition drive
to gain enough signatures to have the law placed on
the November ballot for voters to approve or reject.
Maine’s Secretary of State Matthew Dunlap certified
that the more than 56,000 signatures collected were
enough to place the question on the ballot.

Christian leaders in the state hailed the move
and predicted victory in November. Twice before,
Maine voters have rejected similar laws. Gay rights
groups said they would begin an intensive state-wide
canvassing effort in support of the law which is on
hold pending the outcome of the November vote.

Utah License plate is OK

A Utah woman will be allowed to use her
“GAYSROK? car license plate thanks to a recent rul-
ing by the Utah State Tax Commission.

The Commission ruled that the state’s Depart-
ment of Motor Vehicles had no good reason to stop
Elizabeth Solomon of Park City, from having the [i-
cense plate, which can be read as “Gays are OK” or
“Gays Rock.”

“The narrow issue before us is whether a rea-
sonable person would believe the terms ‘gays are OK’

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and ‘gay rights’ are, themselves, offensive to good taste
and decency. It is the conclusion of the commission
that a reasonable person would not,” the ruling read.
The state can appeal the ruling.

“It kind of opens up the door for all types of
people who want to make a license plate a public fo-
rum for every initiative,” said Barry Conover, deputy
director of the Department of Motor Vehicles.

The American Civil Liberties Union, which
handled the case for Solomon, noted that the ruling
sends a message that “The government can’t pick and
choose what subjects it likes and does not like.”

Lutherans Reject Gay Clergy

Proposal

The Evangelical Lutheran Church in America has
rejected a proposal that would have allowed gays in com-
mitted relationships to serve as clergy under certain con-
ditions.

The measure, which was voted on at the church’s
national meeting, would have affirmed the church ban
on ordaining sexually active gays and lesbians, but would
have allowed bishops and church districts to seek ex-
ceptions for candidates who were in a committed rela-
tionship and met other conditions. Delegates voted
against the measure 503-490.

Church delegates also voted 851-127 to keep the
church unified despite serious differences over homo-
sexuality. They also voted to oppose what some inter-
preted as an attempt to push the denomination toward
approval of blessing ceremonies for same-sex couples.

Spaniards Allowed to Marry

Foreigners

The government of Spain has ruled that Span-
ish citizens can marry a same-sex partner who is for-
eign, even if the partner’s home country would not
legally recognize the marriage.

The ruling by Spain’s justice ministry came af-
ter aregional court denied a Spanish man the right to
marry his partner who was from India. The court
made the ruling based on the fact that the marriage
would not be legal in India.

The justice ministry overruled the court, say-
ing, “A marriage between a Spaniard and a foreigner,
or between foreigners of the same sex resident in
Spain, shall be valid as a result of applying Spanish
material law, even if the foreigner’s national legisla-
tion does not allow or recognize the validity of such
marriages.”

Heroism, Endurance and Freedom

The City of Los Angeles has just renamed a
street intersection after an outspoken opponent of gay
marriage and gay rights.

In multiple state legislatures, St Paul and Leviti-
cus are being cited as the legal authorities to pass anti-
gay legislation.

In scattered places all over the US, anti-gay rheto-
ric that would not have been spoken twenty-five years
ago because the author would have been seen as a re-
actionary bigot, is given wide publicity through the
media. The last major election was largely a referen-
dum on our rights, using the Bible as a weapon against
us.

I arrived only lately in the Gay and Lesbian com-
munity. Coming from the comfortable and protected
position of someone living as a straight professional
the overt anger and hatred directed at us, the open-
ness of it and the intensity of it, the insistence upon
enacting it into law are all astounding and frightening.
From the day that | came out, | have been subjected
to it. My world changed overnight and cataclysmically.
The dramatic loss of privilege made me both a femi-
nist and a Gay and Lesbian activist, beginning my ac-
tivism by standing in a Federal Courtroom as plaintiff
while an attorney pointed a bony finger at me and
shouted “what is America coming to when people like
THAT expect protections?” The difference between
our lives, our rights and the perception of us in public
as opposed to that of straights is deeply and freshly
engraved in my mind. Not used to the things that the
community endures as a matter of course, | find that
the imposition of injustices upon us appalling.

An election is coming in November. We need to
begin to put pressure upon candidates to declare them-
selves, one way or the other as for or against our rights.
Pennsylvania’s legislature is attempting to eviscerate
the recommendations of a committee that would have
granted domestic partner benefits the same sex part-
ners of state employees. Which candidates would op-
pose the recommendation, which would support it?

There has been a rash of arsons directed at gay
businesses and violence against gays is rising frighten-
ingly. Which candidates support hate crimes legisla-
tion, which oppose it?

A year ago, bills to amend the Pennsylvania con-
stitution to forbid gay marriage were attempted. How
will these candidates vote if the issue arises again?

I see an incredible courage and strength in the
Gay and Leshian community.

The ability to endure hardship is moving and
powerful. But, we ought not have to endure, we ought
not have to struggle heroically merely to exist. As hu-
man beings, as citizens of the United States, support-
ing government through our earnings and our efforts,
in all fairness we should have exactly the same rights
as every other citizen.

In “The Social Contract” Rousseau noted “As
long as a people is compelled to obey, and obeys, it
does well; as soon as it can shake off the yoke, and
shakes it off, it does still better”

When we endure we are courageous and heroic.

When we are free of discrimination we will be
greater still.
